Frasso Sabino town and our Association have been the organisers of many National and International Meetings, last of which has been the IMO (International Meteor Organisation) Meeting on September 1999.

The place gives many opportunities, first of all many kinds of accommodations, from hotels to farms and roulotte camp, a beautiful and big Conference Room, capable of more than 120 people, with all the technical facilities, i.e. video projector, dia projector, transparent sheet projector, audio facilities, and so on; moreover it’s easily connected to Rome, by road, bus or train.

The Observatory is in a nice XVIII Century three-floor mill,

that contains our telescope, a 368 mm diameter, F/12- F/6.55 (with compressor/field flattener) pure Cassegrain in a roll-off-roof room, 

http://www.ara-frasso-sabino.org/ara-inglese/the_telescope.htm
an internal 4 meter planetarium dome with room for about 24 people
